Monty Ray Kitchen was born on August 24, 1952, in Rolla, Missouri, to Robert
James and Hazel (Clements) Kitchen. His early years were spent in Anutt,
Missouri, before his family moved to Farmer City, Illinois. They later returned
to Anutt where he graduated from Rolla High School in 1970. 

Monty then embarked on a remarkable career at Salem Memorial District
Hospital, beginning in 1971 and retiring in the spring of 2018. During his
nearly 50-year tenure, he served in various roles, including Material
Management, IT, and ultimately as the Environmental Services Director. He
was the hospital’s longest-serving employee, a testament to his commitment
and dedication. 

 

Monty was blessed with one son: Nathan, whom he was immensely proud of
and celebrated every accomplishment with. He was a devoted husband to
Yvonne Marie (Lehr) Prince, whom he married on January 1, 2015, in
Herman, Missouri, and to this union gained two children. His family was most
important to him, and he treasured spending time and making memories with
them. 

Beyond his professional achievements, Monty possessed a remarkable talent
and passion for classic cars and tractors. His 1969 Camaro, a lifelong dream,
was a particular source of pride, as was restoring the tractor from his



childhood. His meticulous attention to detail was evident in his pristine
vehicles, and he thoroughly enjoyed spending time in his own wash bay. In
addition to his car and tractor passion, Monty also owned and operated
Prestige Golf for some time simultaneously while working at the hospital. He
also found immense joy in traveling, with Sint Maarten being a favorite
vacation destination. 

Monty had made his profession of faith in Christ in his younger years and was
raised in the Baptist Faith. He attended Salem Lutheran Church, alongside his
wife. His commitment to his faith was evident in the way he lived, with
integrity, compassion, and service to others. 

 

Monty entered eternal rest March 13, 2025, in the Salem Memorial District
Hospital surrounded by his loving family at the age of seventy-two years. He is
survived by his loving wife: Dr. Yvonne Prince of Salem, MO; children: Nathan
Kitchen and wife Kylie of Sullivan, MO, Crystal Brand and husband Scott of
Peculiar, MO, and Madeline Prince and fiancé Maria of Chicago, IL; grandson:

cousins, other relatives, and dear friends.
